OLD BUSINESS:




e Service Electric Cable — Meeting in Sparta on March 6™.

e Pedestrian crosswalk — Ms. Zilberfarb and Mr. Gleba, the county engineer, have
traded messages but Mr. Gleba will be sending the counties determination to us
in writing.

e Shared Services for Animal Control — Hold

e Rec Center AC Quotes — Mr. Desiderio explained that he is waiting on one more
quote and should have for the next meeting.

e Sale of property on Route 94 — Mr. Desiderio will speak with Ms. Dyer on the
status and get back to the committee next month.

e Cats and the pound — Motion was made by Mr. Kuhn to table from the agenda,
seconded by Mr. Boynton. All were in favor.

e Resolution on Fracking — After discussion amongst the committee and legal, it
was determined to send the resolution to the Environmental Commission.

e Liability insurance for committeemen — After discussion, Mr. Kuhn would like
more information on pricing. Mr. Desiderio will reach out to Mr. LaSalla and ask
him to come to the March 21+ meeting.

e Abandoned properties ordinance — Mr. Wacks gave Ms. Zilberfarb examples of
Ordinances from other towns to distribute to the committee members. Mr. Wacks
will draft an ordinance for Frelinghuysen. Mr. Desiderio also discussed that he
has been working with Mr. Boesze on changing the sign ordinance and will bring
to committee when finished.

NEW BUSINESS:

e Mr. Sterbenz presented to the committee the improvement plan for Kerrs Corner
Road Phase IV (Lanning Road to Silver Lake Road). The total amount awarded
by the State DOT was $211,500.00 for this project. $235,000 will be put into the
bond ordinance for this project. No work can start until after the bond ordinance
has been approved and the 20 day estoppel period is complete, which is
anticipated to be after May 15".

e Mr. Sterbenz also presented to the committee the new storm water management
plan requirements for 2018. There are more points required for public education
with the new plan changes. Any storm water facilities/basins on municipal or
private property needs to obtain a log of maintenance and needs to be
monitored. Once identified, Mr. Sterbenz will meet with the resident owners and
Dan Harman will be in attendance. Mr. Sterbenz will meet with Ms. Zilberfarb
and Mr. Harman within the next couple of weeks to discuss these
facilities/basins. Mr. Sterbenz also explained that the form for land development
applications would need to be edited to include storm water issues for any new
building. Mr. Kuhn suggested that while editing the form to add wetlands to the
checklist. Mr. Sterbenz also explained that the Land Development Ordinance
would need to be amended and he will clarify the changes that need to be made
with the committee and legal counsel. Mr. Wacks will look into the ordinance as
well.

OPEN MEETING TO THE PUBLIC:
Motion was made by Mr. Kuhn, seconded by Mr. Boynton limiting it to15 minutes to
open meeting to the public. All were in favor. Spoke were:

Dan Kohuth spoke in regards to the fracking resolution and asked why the township
committee was entertaining it when it is already regulated by the State. Mr. Stracco
responded that a resident came in and asked in regards to fracking in the Delaware
water basin and that the committee is forwarding it to the Environmental Commission.

Mr. Kohuth also inquired as to where the pedestrian crosswalk would be going. Mr.
Desiderio and Mr. Stracco both explained that it would be at the intersection of Routes
519 and 612.

Marty Connor explained that the next step for the pond maintenance would be in April
and asked if the township was getting any seedlings for arbor day. Ms. Zilberfarb
explained that the budget should pass on March 21 and the pond maintenance was
placed in the budget so April should be fine. She also explained that 300 seedlings
were asked for and 150 will be for the school and the rest for any residents that would
like them.



Debra Natyzak asked about the tarp for the barn at the FFP and told the committee that
the Frelinghuysen Historical Society is willing to donate the money for it. She asked if
that would be alright to do. Mr. Wacks stated that they could make a restricted donation
and the tarp cost was under the bid threshold and that it would be fine for them to do.

John “Jack” Swistak of Troop 140, who is a resident of Frelinghuysen Township,
explained that he would like to do a project for his Eagle Scout at the FFP and
Recreation Center. He explained a few thoughts he had which included a fire pit with
sitting area, a swing set or possibly connecting the two properties with trails. After
discussion it was determined that the fire pit would be the best project and the point
person to help him will be Frank Desiderio. He will also be working with Marty Connor.
Mr. Swistak will present his project to his troop and will get back to the committee on the
outcome.

Motion was made by Mr. Kuhn, seconded by Mr. Stracco to close to the public. All were
in favor.

Motion made by Mr. Stracco for consent agenda items 1-12 seconded by Mr. Boynton.
All were in favor.

Legal Report — Mr. Wacks explained that he has heard nothing back from the JIF in
regards to their letter. He also discussed that the truck has been completed and the
new title and registration were delivered to Ms. Zilberfarb.

Recreation Committee — Mr. Desiderio would like to appoint Erik Arfken for a 5 year
term to fill the last vacancy on the Recreation Committee. Motion was made by Mr.
Stracco to concur with the Mayor, seconded by Mr. Boynton. All were in favor. Ms.
Zilberfarb will reach out to the secretary with his information.

Committeeman Boynton — Nothing to report. He inquired about the trailer on State
Park Road near Heller Road.

Mr. Desiderio told the committee and public the services times for Dorothy
Marra. They are Friday, February 23 from 2-4 and 6-8 at the Newbaker funeral home.

Clerk report — Ms. Zilberfarb let the committee know that flowers were sent to the
funeral home for Mrs. Marra. She also let them know that the town hall will close at
2pm on Friday so the office staff can go to the viewing.

Ms. Zilberfarb asked to close the town hall from 9am — 12pm on February 22™ so she
can attend a recycling meeting. Motion was made by Mr. Desiderio to close town hall
from 9-12 on the 22™ of February, seconded by Mr. Kuhn. All were in favor.

Ms. Zilberfarb gave the members the pricing for a safety deposit box at the Lakeland
bank for the back up tapes. Motion was made by Mr. Kuhn to allow the Clerk to open a
5 x 5 safety deposit box, seconded by Mr. Boynton. All were in favor.

Ms. Zilberfarb asked if the township would be refunding anyone that paid their taxes
early for the 3@ and 4" quarters. At the present time only one resident has asked for a
refund. After discussion, motion was made by Mr. Kuhn to deny refunds, seconded by
Mr. Boynton. All were in favor. Roll Call vote: Mr. Kuhn-Yes; Mr. Boynton-Yes; Mr.
