All other areas can be handled in house, which will include, the demolition 

of existing salt shed, excavating, moving the brine tank and salt, and piping and installing 

the pumping system.   The removal of the 2 storage trailers will be handled by Mr. Mcpeek.

Mr. Stracco and Mr. Ramos also explained that the Covid Relief Fund Act could possibly 

cover some of these costs as it is a project that was started and delayed due to covid and 

escalating costs.   Congressman Gottheimer will get back to Mr. Ramos on this issue.
