ACT CONCERNING COMMERCIAL MOTOR VEHICLE GLOBAL POSITIONING SYSTEMS (G.P.S.)”  
WHEREAS, the Township of Frelinghuysen, Warren County, State of New Jersey, has recently 
endured high levels of commercial truck traffic; and WHEREAS, these motor vehicles are used to 
transport property that has or displays a gross vehicle weight rating of 26, 001 or more pounds; and 
WHEREAS, it has become a common occurrence for these motor vehicles to use weight restricted 
roadways and roadways that are not designed and constructed for these type of vehicles; and  
WHEREAS, these occurrences cause damage to the infrastructure of our roadways, require first 
responder assistance due to accidents, create unusual traffic situations and delays and puts the 
Township of Frelinghuysen residents in danger; and  WHEREAS, S-2643 and A-975 would help to 
decrease these issues by requiring commercial motor vehicles to be equipped with a global positioning 
system navigation program that provides information about upcoming highway infrastructure with low 
vertical clearance, weight restrictions, and dynamic route directions that account for commercial motor 
vehicle restrictions.  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Township of Frelinghuysen, County 
of Warren, State of New Jersey, does hereby support S-2643, a bill introduced in the New Jersey State 
Senate on May 16, 2022 by Senator Steven V. Oroho of District 24 and co-sponsored by Douglas J. 
Steinhardt of District 23, and A-975, a bi-partisan bill introduced to the New Jersey Legislature on 
January 11, 2022 by Assemblyman John DiMaio of District 23 and co-sponsored by Daniel R. Benson 
of District 14, which require certain commercial motor vehicle to be equipped with certain global 
positioning systems.

entities and is authorized by N.J.S.A. 2B-12-1 et seq. and N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1, et seq.; and WHEREAS, 
Frelinghuysen and Belvidere previously entered into a Shared Services Agreement for Shared 
Municipal Court Services for the years 2021 through and including 2023, as approved by the 
Frelinghuysen Township Committee in Resolution #2020-65; and WHEREAS, at this time both 
Belvidere and Frelinghuysen are desirous of entering into the attached Shared Services Agreement for 
the years 2024 through and including 2028, as approved by the Administrative Offices of the Court and 
Vicinage 13.  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Committee of the Township 
of Frelinghuysen, County of Warren as follows:  1. On behalf of the Township of Frelinghuysen, the 
Mayor and the Clerk are hereby authorized to execute the Shared Services Agreement with the Town 
of Belvidere that is annexed hereto as Exhibit “A” and any other documents necessary in furtherance of 
same.

#2023-11  TOWNSHIP OF FRELINGHUYSEN BOND ORDINANCE NUMBER 2023-11 BOND 
ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS 2023 CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS, BY AND IN THE 
TOWNSHIP OF FRELINGHUYSEN, IN THE COUNTY OF WARREN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY; 
APPROPRIATING $200,000 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $190,000 
BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF BE IT 
ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF 
FRELINGHUYSEN, IN THE COUNTY OF WARREN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY (not less than two-
thirds of all members thereof affirmatively concurring) AS FOLLOWS:   SECTION 1.  The 
improvements or purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance are hereby authorized as 
general improvements or purposes to be undertaken by the Township of Frelinghuysen, in the County 
of Warren, State of New Jersey (the “Township”).  For the said improvements or purposes stated in 
Section 3, there is hereby appropriated the sum of $200,000, said sum being inclusive of a down 
payment in the amount of $10,000 now available for said improvements or purposes required by the 
Local Bond Law of the State of New Jersey, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-1 et seq., as amended and supplemented 
(the “Local Bond Law”), by virtue of a provision or provisions in a previously adopted budget or budgets 
of the Township for down payment or for capital improvement purposes.    SECTION 2. For the 
financing of said improvements or purposes described in Section 3 hereof and to meet the part of said 
$200,000 appropriation not provided for by said down payment referred to in Section 1 hereof, 
negotiable bonds of the Township are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of 
$190,000 pursuant to the Local Bond Law.  In anticipation of the issuance of said bonds and to 
temporarily finance said improvements or purposes, negotiable notes of the Township in a principal 
amount not exceeding $190,000 are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to, and within the 
limitations prescribed by, the Local Bond Law.   SECTION 3.  (a)  The improvements hereby authorized 
and purposes for the financing of which said bonds or notes are to be issued are for various 2023 
capital improvements, which include, but are not limited to: (i) various improvements and upgrades to 
the Township’s Morton Building, including, but not limited to, a build-out of the existing building 
structure; and (ii) repairs and improvements to various roadways in the Township, including, but not 
limited to, milling, paving, tarring, chipping and cross drains.  Such improvements or purposes shall 
also include, as applicable, all engineering and design work, surveying, construction management 
services, preparation of plans and specifications, permits, bid documents, contract administration, and 
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all work, materials, equipment, labor and appurtenances necessary therefor or incidental thereto, all in 
accordance with the plans therefor on file in the office of the Township Clerk and available for public 
inspection and hereby approved.  (b) The estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued 
for said improvements or purposes is $190,000.  (c) The estimated cost of said improvements or 
purposes is $200,000, the excess thereof over the said estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes 
to be issued therefor being the amount of $10,000, which is the down payment available for such 
improvements or purposes.  SECTION 4. In the event the United States of America, the State of New 
Jersey, and/or the County of Warren make a contribution or grant in aid to the Township for the 
improvements or purposes authorized hereby and the same shall be received by the Township prior to 
the issuance of the bonds or notes authorized in Section 2 hereof, then the amount of such bonds or 
notes to be issued shall be reduced by the amount so received from the United States of America, the 
State of New Jersey and/or the County of Warren.  In the event, however, that any amount so 
contributed or granted by the United States of America, the State of New Jersey and/or the County of 
Warren shall be received by the Township after the issuance of the bonds or notes authorized in 
Section 2 hereof, then such funds shall be applied to the payment of the bonds or notes so issued and 
shall be used for no other purpose.  This Section 4 shall not apply, however, with respect to any 
contribution or grant in aid received by the Township as a result of using funds from this bond 
ordinance as “matching local funds” to receive such contribution or grant in aid.  SECTION 5. All 
bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the 
Chief Financial Officer of the Township (the “Chief Financial Officer”), provided that no note shall 
mature later than one (1) year from its date or as otherwise authorized by the Local Bond Law.  The 
notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief 
Financial Officer.  The Chief Financial Officer shall determine all matters in connection with the notes 
issued pursuant to this bond ordinance, and the signature of the Chief Financial Officer upon the notes 
shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be 
renewed from time to time in accordance with the provisions of the Local Bond Law.  The Chief 
Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes from time to time at a public or 
private sale and to deliver them to the purchaser thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price 
and accrued interest thereon from their dates to the date of delivery thereof.  The Chief Financial 
Officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body at the meeting next succeeding the date 
when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant to this bond ordinance is made.  Such report must 
include the principal amount, the description, the interest rate, the maturity schedule of the notes so 
sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.  SECTION 6.  The Capital Budget of the 
Township is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this bond ordinance to the extent of any 
inconsistency herewith.  In the event of any such inconsistency, a resolution in the form promulgated by 
the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended Capital Budget and capital programs as 
approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, New Jersey Department of 
Community Affairs will be on file in the office of the Clerk of the Township and will be available for 
public inspection.  SECTION 7.  The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, 
recited and stated:  (a)  The improvements or purposes described in Section 3 of this bond ordinance 
are not current expenses and are improvements which the Township may lawfully undertake as general 
improvements, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property 
specially benefited thereby.  (b)  The average period of usefulness of said improvements or purposes 
within the limitations of the Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from the 
date of the said bonds authorized by this bond ordinance, is 16.44 years.  (c)  The Supplemental Debt 
Statement required by the Local Bond Law has been duly prepared and filed in the Office of the Clerk 
of the Township and a complete executed duplicate thereof has been filed in the Office of the Director 
of the Division of Local Government Services, New Jersey Department of Community Affairs, and such 
statement shows that the gross debt of the Township as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by 
the authorization of the bonds or notes provided for in this bond ordinance by $190,000 and the said 
bonds or notes authorized by this bond ordinance will be within all debt limitations prescribed by said 
Local Bond Law.  (d) An aggregate amount not exceeding $5,000 for items of expense listed in and 
permitted under Section 20 of the Local Bond Law is included in the estimated cost indicated herein for 
the improvements or purposes hereinbefore described.
