ORDINANCES:

2020-09 Hotel Tax - Discussion only. Mr. Stracco explained what this ordinance was for and
asked for any questions.

e Mr. Ramos discussed the salt and explained that the only change was it will be moved
approximately 10 feet to the left to accommodate for any dumping in the side bins. He
asked for approval for Paul Sterbenz to send plans to SHIPO for approval.
